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Council Compliance Notifications for 
Companion Animals 

Whether you consider yourself a dog person or a cat 
person, we all have a responsibility to our companion 
animals. Council works hard to communicate with 
local pet owners regarding these responsibilities, 
keeping both our fury friends and our community safe. 
 
Responsibilities of Pet Owners 

 

¶ If your dog is in a public place it must be under 
the effective control of a competent person by 
means of an adequate chain, cord or leash. The 
exceptions to this are; dogs exhibited at a show 
or engaging in obedience or agility trials or a 
dog secured in a cage or vehicle or in an 
approved off leash area. 

¶ If your dog is being exercised in an approved off
-leash area it must always be under effective 
control of a competent person. 

¶ You are not permitted to walk more than four 
dogs at any one time in an on-leash or off-leash 
area. 

¶ Greyhounds must be muzzled at all times when 
in a public place. 

¶ If your dog defecates in a public place it is an 
offence not to remove the faeces.

Microchipping and Registration 

 

Microchipping and registration is a two-part process 

that requires dog and cat owners to: 

 

¶ Have their dog or cat implanted with a 
microchip from the time they are 12 weeks of 
age, at point of sale or change of ownership 
(whichever occurs first). 

¶ Register their animals with their NSW local 
council by 6 months of age. 

¶ Both the microchipping and registration of your 
dog or cat include a one-off fee and are for the 
life of the animal.
