The winner of the Panel’s Choice Award of the Show Us Your Federation Youth Council competition will be
featured in the 2021 Community Calendar and the photo will be purchased in accordance with this
competition.

The calendar is delivered complimentary to all residents in the Federation Council area and copies of the
calendar are also made available for purchase from Federation Council offices.

Entries towards the competition will open on Thursday 1 October 2020 and close on Friday 30 October 2020.

Each individual photo must be accompanied by a completed Entry Form.

e Photographs submitted must be the entrants own.

Winners will be announced during December 2020, prior to publication of the 2021 Calendar.

Image quality

Images must be:
e High-resolution quality (min 2MB and max 5MB),
e landscape orientation,
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e Provided as a JPG file.

Permissions

If a person has been included in the image, permission must be given from that person or guardian if under 18
years of age.
